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A DoD Inspector General report following the Persian Gulf conflict identified deficiencies in the AMEDD credentialing processes.  In 1993, a Tri-Service credentials working group developed and deployed the Interfacility Credentials Transfer Brief (ICTB).  The concept of CCQAS developed from that a group work and reflects functionality residing in legacy systems.  In January 1995, the MHSS Proponent Committee approved a Functional Description for CCQAS and selected the Navy’s legacy system for modification.  Funding was approved in May 1995 for $2.0M in FY 95 and $.20M/year beyond.  Agreement between the services and Health Affairs is that each service specific database will reside at their respective Headquarters.  Each service will respond to database queries as necessary and provide read only copies to appropriate planners.

---DEPLOYMENT


CCQAS is projected for a spring 96 deployment of a Windows based version dubbed “Version 2.0”.  Version 1.0 includes a medical readiness training field developed by J4 and others.  These fields will track certification of medical readiness training for privileged providers and permit batch processing of ICTB’s for providers assigned to one Unit Identification Code (UIC).  Each Medical Readiness Office/Officer is responsible for the medical readiness data.  Top priority is given to loading of physician providers on mobility.

--IMPACT

· Will improve readiness in the MHSS by providing timely access to the credentials of roughly 200,000 privileged providers

· Will provide the means to ensure accountability for currency in credentials management throughout the MHSS

· Will increase the likelihood that providers are ready for deployment

· Will provide accurate provider information for planners at all levels of command

· Will enable TRICARE to better utilize provider resources
