At Blanchfield Army Community Hospital, we are committed to providing preventive care to our patients. Following the guidelines of the American Cancer Society, we recommend yearly pap tests beginning at age 21 for women in good health or earlier if sexually active.  After age 30 and normal pap reports, the recommendation is for every 3 years or frequency as recommended by your provider.  Women with hysterectomy do continue to need the well woman portion of the exam.  

According to our records you are a Tricare Prime/Plus patient here at Blanchfield and they indicate that you have not had a recent pap test done at our facility. We encourage you to call our Population Health Staff at (xxx)xxx-xxxx to schedule your appointment.

If you have already had your pap test here at BACH please disregard this letter and we thank you for helping us to take care of you. If you have changed your Primary Care Provider to one outside of BACH or had your pap test done at an outside facility please let us know by informing your provider at your next visit or by calling our Population Health Nurse at (xxx)xxx-xxxx. This will allow us to update the preventive care part of your medical record.
