According to our records you are a Tricare Prime/Plus patient here at BACH. Your records indicate that you have not had a colorectal screening done at our facility.  We encourage you to call the Nurse Case Manager at (xxx)xxx-xxxx for information and assistance in answering a few questions about your medical history.  The Nurse Case Manager will assist you with a colonoscopy referral if you meet the colorectal screening guidelines.
