Dear TRICARE Plus Beneficiary:

    On behalf of the DeWitt Health Care Network (DHCN) Commander I am contacting you reference your enrollment in our TRICARE Plus program.  Our records indicate that you are currently enrolled in our optional TRICARE Plus program, but have not had a visit to a provider at your facility (DeWitt, Fairfax, Rader or Woodbridge Family Health Center) in over 18 months.  As the beneficiary population in the area continues to grow and place demands on the DHCN, we are updating our enrollment data bases.
    The focus of this optional TRICARE Plus program is to provide preventative and definitive primary health care to a patient through routine interaction with a primary care manager.  This allows the beneficiary to have a medical partner in managing his/her health care.  By not using your assigned treatment facility for 18 months, you have demonstrated a desire not to participate in this partnership.  
    I must inform you that due to non-use you will be disenrolled from the DHCN TRICARE Plus program and no longer assigned a primary care manager with us; however, your eligibility for TRICARE for Life benefits will remain in place. Your access to emergency and pharmacy services does not change.  Your access to specialty care on a space available basis, as it is now with TRICARE Plus, does not change. 

     As a TRICARE Beneficiary you are still eligible for a robust medical benefit, but you must purchase Medicare Part B to access the full spectrum of services.  With Medicare Part B you are entitled to TRICARE for Life (TFL), which is a secondary payer to Medicare.  To remain eligible for TFL, you must continue to pay your Medicare Part B premiums and update your military identification card.  In this program Medicare will pay 80% of your medical costs, and TFL 20%.  You will need to find a Medicare participating provider for your future primary care needs.
